At the furthest northern point of Greece, the prefecture of Kilkis is part of the Region

of Central Macedonia, bordering on the prefectures of Thessaleniki, Pella, Serres,

and to FY.R.0.M. to the north. Great mountainous masses, such as the Mountains Paiko,
Kroussia, and Belles, make the terrain ideal for walking, hiking, and exploring.

Equally prominent is the aquatic element, firstly in relation to our two lakes: Doirani,

our natural border with EY.R.O.M., and Pikrolimni, well-known since the era of Alexander
the Creat for its therapeutic properties. Kilkis is also home to two rivers: the river Axios,
which runs through the area of Paionia, and the river Gallikos,

Lake Doirani is located at the border between Greece and EY.R,0.M., covering an area

of 42.8 square meters, 15.2 of which belong to Greece, Aboul eighteen Lypes of fish have
been identified in the lake, including carp, catfish, roach (rutilus rutilus), and perch.
About thirty-six kinds of birds have also been spotted, the most essential being the
Phalarocorax pygmeus and the Pelecanus crispus, both acknowledged endangered species.
Four kilometers narther on the foot of Mount Belles, within the Forest of Mouries, lies
the site of “Hilia Dendra”, where old oak trees, some of them as old as 400 years of age.
The unusual forest has been dubbed as a Nature Preservation Monument.

The Balkan Botanical Garden of the Kroussia is home to plants endemic to the Balkans,

which blossom during all seasons of the year. The plants begin to blossom at the end of the
winter season, and reach their peak at the end of spring. Discover them through various paths,
which include rock gardens, silver-colored gardens comprised of medicinal and aromatic

plants, waterfalls, small lakes, creeks, well-designed trails, prairies, and forests.

Anather attraction of the Kroussia is the village Palatiano, with its important findings at an
archeological site by the same name. This was one of the greatest cities of ancient Kristonia
(possibly then called Ioron), reaching o cultural peak during the Hellenistic and Roman periods,

The hill of Ai-Giorgis boasts of the Spilaio or Cave of Kilkis, which constitutes one

of the most prevalent tourist attractions of the city. A chance discovery around 1925

by the quarry worker Geargios Pavlidis, the cave saw the light of day when it was
accidentally given an entrance, A mysterious space covering the length of 500 meters,
towering over Tooo meters in two stoties, full of mystery, stalactites and stalagmites
holds its visitors in awe. The Cave of Kilkis demonstrates an original structure,

with its six spacious chambers, where the fossils of animal bones hyenas, horses, deers
and rodents were located.

The traditional-looking town of Goumenissa is built at the eastern foothills of Mount Paiko at an
altitude of 250 meters, Goumenissa is a wine-cultivating center, for centuries reputed for its fine
wines. Goumenissa is also a town for alternative types of tourism and multiple interests, provid-
ing aptions such as the old church of the Virgin with its miraculous icon, and the monasteries

of Paiko (Saint Raphael, Hosios Nicodemus). Equally impressive is the three- aisled church of
Saint Ceorgios, built in 1864, with its marble templum and its wonderful icons dating from 1825.
Especially well-known are*The Copper (Instruments) of Goumenissa”™. The town of Goumenissa
was once alse a major silk-producing center, as claimed by the old factory " Chrysallis”.

The Allied British Military Cemeteries of the dead in the battles of Doirani, Pelykastro
and Krystoni that took place during the First World War, together with the Greek soldiers’
cemelery in the area, remind us today of the sacrifice and offer of the Allies in the region
of Kilkis. In the village of Skra lies the Legion of Fighters of the historic battle of World
War I, where every year on May 17 a memorial to the dead soldiers of those battles is
celebrated. In the village there is also the World War I Museum with relics, photographs
and historical documents from the Macedonian Front of World War L.

In the southern section of the prefecture of Kilkis we come acrass Pikrolimni, which
is twenty three kilometers away from the city of Thessaloniki. Pikrolimni is a rather
small, shallow-watered 1ake, comprised of 4,500 square meters, which usually dries
up during the summer months. The bottom of the lake consists of a special clay,

rich in sulphuric compounds and nitric salts, te which are attributed therapeutic
and cosmetic properties, hence resulting in the lake's undisputed national renown,
Today, besides the lake operates an organized clay therapy facility, as well as moderm
lodging and areas for social gatherings,

Chestnut-trees, cedars, willows, poplar trees, beeches, and ferns are sorme examples

of the wild vegetation of Mount Paiko. As we ascend the densely vegetated slopes

and approach the summit of the mountain, we notice the historic village of Livadia

lying at the center of a large plateau. The plateau is suitable for mount biking,
mountain-climbing, and hiking.
