In Loutraki at Municipality of Almopia, the bath city of Regional Unity of Pella, west

of Aridaia, there is an exceptionally beautiful site with healing springs, noteworthy caves,
the lush deep ravine of the Thermopotamos River and the beautiful mountainous scenery
with forested slopes and cliffs. Cold and hot certifled waters run together at Loutraki.
The hot water, at temperatures of 35-37 degrees Celsius, springs from the Thermopotamos
waterway and it is odorless. It is supplied to modern hydrotherapy centers and to

an open pool, while there are natural pools on the edges of the stream’s waterway.
