Situated in the bottom of a verdant ravine on Mt Menaikion, approximately 10km NE of
Serres, lies the Monastery of Timios Prodromas, founded in 1270 by monk loannikios who
later became bishop of Ezeve (Dophne). Gennadios Scholarios, the first Patriarch after the
fall of Constantinople, lived as a monk in the monastery from 1457 to 1462. The monastery,
along with a vast array of holy relics and priceless treasures, was destroyed by Bulgarian
raids in 1941. Particularly distinctive among the historic heirlooms is the wood-carved
icon screen dating back to 1804, while the frescoes on the wall date back to the 13th
century. The monastery also has an impressive olive oil mill of the late 19th century. It is

a monastery for women and celebrates on August 29. It does not feature guest dormitories.

Cave of Alistrati is found 50 km. S.E. of Serres, and 135 km. from Thessaloniki.

The cave is very impressive with a rich fossil decor, beauty and variety of stalogmites

and stalactites, both in terms of types and in terms of age. Water started its activity here
2z million years ago. Throughout the cave route, there exists this secret form of life hidden
in white. At the end, a dense forest of 1,100 meters of stalagmites reaching up to 1o meters
of height and 7 meters of width, leaves the visitors’ eyes gazing this new-born beauty.
This is one of the most beautiful caves in Greece, and probably Europe as well.

A fort of monumental importance and a historic sightseeing, the Rupel Fort is the largest
of the fortification complexes constructed during the second World War, The 1oth of
April 1941, the day of the surrender, was accompanied by significant casualties for the
conquerors. It is located at an altitude of 322m on the Serres-Promahenas national road
which leads to the Greek-Bulgarian border, with labyrinthine tunnels. It is considered to
be the only of its kind in Europe. The technical concealment, the camouflage, the secrecy
system, the excellent quality of the concrete, the lack of special military fortification and
the petfect adjustment of the armament of the expeditionary army are still impressive
today. A guided tour is provided by an Army officer.

Lake Kerkini is in contact with Kroussia and the covered with beech and firs Beles.

It was created in 1932 by the bartier built at Lithotopos, when the waters of Strymonas
formed a large reservoir of water. In 1982 the dam became higher and the lake larger.
The wetland is protected by the Ramsar treaty and is an important research area for
wetlands as well as their management. The fish fauna of Lake Kerkini is very important,
since over 30 species of fish have been recorded, with many of them being of commercial
interest for the residents, such as carp and crucian carp. Over 300 bird species have been
recorded in the lake and surrounding mountains.

In Sidirokastro one can visit focilities with individual or group baths, as well as a thermal
springs hotel. The water temperature ranges between 33-500 C. Agistro has three group
baths and a guesthouse that operate year-round. The water temperature is 410 C.

Amphipolis, built on the hillsides near the delta of the river Strymon, is one of the major
cities of Macedonia. It was founded as a colony of the Athenians in 422 BC. Amphipolis
was occupied in 358 BC by King Philip of Macedonia and became the seat of the Royal
Mint, whereas the port of the city was the starting place for the fleet of Alexander the
Great on the Asia Minor expedition. During the Roman period it was the capital of one
of the four administrative regions of Macedonia. Amphipolis, a large hub of the Egnatia
highway, was traversed by the Apostle Paul and in the early centuries of Christianity

of 15 kilometres, Here was located the Gate of Hades, through which Pluto led Persephone
into his own world. The narrow and deep valley the river crosses is called “Stena Petras”
(Rock Pass) or “Dioryga” (Channel). At “Vraous”, as the locals call it, there are caves
inhabited by early people, cave paintings with human faces and animals, laurels,
sycamores, willows, alders and wild poplar trees in combination with solid rocks that
stand tall, all of which make the river Aggitis suitable for rafting.
