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Region of Central Macedonia
Crossing the Regional Unit of Pella

Regional Unit of Pella, the land of Alexander the Great, the
great marshal of world history (356-323 BC)!, the heart of
Macedonia and its historical womb, since ancient Pella was
the capital of the Macedonian Kingdom for years.

The rich long history of the area competes with the
privileged natural beauty of the place. On Mt Kaimaktsalan,
in Vegoritida Lake, in the waterfalls of Edessa and in the
rivers of this historical place of Macedonia, which gave
birth and raised the two great men of the Kingdom of the
Macedonians, Philip II and Alexander the Great.

Mountains and lakes, rivers and waterfalls, medieval settle-
ments and ancient cities, castles and Byzantine churches,
ancient Greek villas, and Macedonian architecture, thermal
springs, paths, and valleys for hikers and cyclists. Alpine
skiing, horseback riding and archery meadows, trekking and
tours, gliding or paragliding, rowing, rafting, canoeing and
rowing and anything else that can satisfy the dynamic forms
of modern tourism, taking with you the valuable experience
of wandering and staying. Traditional settlements and
Byzantine monasteries. All this is interwoven with one of
the largest forest volumes in the Balkans.

The Seat of the Macedonian Kingdom since the 4th century
BC, a place with glorious palaces. A center of Hellenism
that succeeded Athens and Sparta, a place of glorious
cosmopolitanism, a spiritual and artistic place. At the center
of the Macedonian struggle, it formed new conditions for
its future with the refugees from the East, and thanks to
its Water Wealth it was a large industrial center, also
known as Manchester of the East. Today well-known for its
archaeological and wet wealth, it remains largely hidden
and ready to be revealed.

Inside, outside &... around Pella

Pella, an area with endless natural beauties, rich in water
and forests. The tour begins and ends in the wonderful parks
with the high trees, between the waterfalls, a unique of
Edessa and in the traditional settlement of Varosi with the
characteristic architecture of its houses. The reference point
is the waterfalls of Edessa with the noisy fall of the Edessa
river water from the rock of 320 meters.

A reference point is the famous waterfalls of Edessa, which
cause awes, as the waters fall from a height of 70 meters
if not more. The largest and most spectacular waterfall is
called Karanos (name of the mythical leader of the ancient
Macedonians) but there is also another impressive waterfall,
called Double or Forked, divided into two streams.

From the High Rock , you can admire the view of the plain
that stretches in front and reaches the sea and Thessaloniki.
Under the rock you can see the Waterfalls’ cave with the
vaulted roof and just a little further the Aquarium as well as
the 100-year-old facilities of early industrial era of Greece,
with Kannavourgio, the water-powered factories, unique in
Greece, the small waterfalls, the old Nerotrivi... Using the
power of water, there were hydro-powered industries of
sericulture, tannery, textile, hydro-mills that employed 2500

workers...
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All these natural elements complete this historical part of
urban Edessa today. The image of the modern and vibrant
city is complemented by what the visitor encounters in its
center. The pedestrian road, the park of small waterfalls, the
Kiupri Bridge, the railway station, and other corners of the
city create a composition full of light, colors, which becomes
more intense as the night approaches. In Varosi, which was
the first Christian district created after the conquest of the
city by the Turks, several Byzantine churches are preserved
such as the church of the Assumption of Mary, the old
metropolitan church, a three-aisled timber-roofed basilica of
the 14th century, with a wood-carved altarpiece and murals
estimated from 1380, the Church of the Apostles Peter and
Paul, as well as the building of the old Girls’ School, which is
used as a cultural and exhibition center. The elegant stone
tower with the six clocks and the so-called small waterfalls
in the center of the city, the monastery of Agia Triada in the
area of Loggos, and the stone arched bridge called «Kiupri».
The ancient city of Edessa is divided into two levels. The
Upper Town - Acropolis, where the city lies today, and the
Lower Town, at the foot of the rock, which extended to the
area of Loggos and hosted the main part of the population
until the end of the 6th AD™.

A little north of Edessa, in Almopia, you will encounter a
place of wild beauty. The town of Aridea stands in the centre
of its plain in the shade of Mt Voras and Mt Pinovo. A rural
town, rich in special products, centre of production. It offers
the enjoyment of the thermal spas in Loutraki village and
all the beauty that these two monumental-mountains of
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nature that surround it can offer. Riverside routes, mountain
trails, thermal springs, accessible gorges, water activities,
and special mountain gastronomy. And it is from here, from
Almopia and from the black forest of Orma, that Alexander
equipped the Macedonian Phalanx with the six-meter-long
spears, the well-known sarissa, for the great campaign.

Alexander the Great was born and raised in Pella, in the
place that is the most important archaeological treasure
of the prefecture and of Macedonia as a whole civilization.
King Archelaus I, chose this land and transferred the capital
of the Macedonian Kingdom from Aigai, at the end of the
5th century BC. The city experienced its greatest glory in
the years of the great Macedonian Kings and throughout the
Hellenistic period. They are located along the national road
Pella - Chalkidona. They are interwoven with the eternity and
the light of the plain of Central Macedonia, having unfolded
the seasons, the years, the centuries, the millennia, in the
ball of yarn where old and new Greece coexist, creating the
bridge of the culture between the Aegean and the Balkans
and, through via Egnatia, everything that unites East and West.

Besides the historical identity of the Macedonian Kingdom,
the identity of Pella is absolutely connected with the water
element. The waterfalls vary from bigger to smaller, with
different formations, a unique reference point in the Greek
land, fascinated with the power of water and the beauty of
nature. The natural beauty on Mt Voras, in the wetlands and
in the rivers of the area have formed a paradise for those
who turn their gaze to water places.




The best of all are the thermal springs in the village of
Loutra at Aridea, known as Loutra Pozar, located 360 to
390 meters from the sea and at a distance of 13km from
Aridea, 45km from Edessa, and 100km from Thessaloniki.
With intense alternations of hills and recesses, with dense
vegetation and rare images of the natural landscape. An
amazing mountain, where the hot river Toplitsa flows in
the ravine formed. Its thermal waters form riverbeds on the
side and small waterfalls with five thermal springs gushing
along the riverbed, as the river continues to flow to Almopia.
In this mountainous area, the intense alternations of hills
and recesses, the movement of hot and cold water and the
dense vegetation give a rare landscape image, characterized
by dynamic movement and beauty.

West of Edessa, the way up to Agra, you will find the wetland
of Lake Agra-Vrytton-Nisi that will definitely impress you.
The wetland is home to a large number of flora and fauna
and a large number of migratory and non-migratory birds.
Swans, ducks, herons are the permanent inhabitants of
the lake. Many birds overwinter, nest, and breed in it. Bird
watching is an important activity throughout its wider area.

A little further... a lake, a story. Lake Vegoritida, divided into
two prefectures and below the snow-capped peaks of Mt
Voras, at a distance of about half an hour from the city of
Edessa, dominates the area with its alpine character. The
lake, the creation of which is the result of a great earthquake
in the distant past, receives water from a huge hydrological
basin. It is the deepest and one of the largest lakes in Greece,
having generously offered its benefits to the inhabitants
of the surrounding areas for thousands of years, being a

meeting and communication point of the inhabitants of
Macedonia, Paeonia, and Illyria. The remains of a large and
wide road, stone road signs with inscriptions of kilometers
were found next to it, a fact that showcases its important
role in the movements of the past. Such a large body of water
is ideal for a variety of recreational and sports activities, like
boating, sailing, canoeing, hiking, air sports, etc.

Above the lake on the slopes of Mt Vora (Kaimaktsalan) and
before reaching the ski resort, Agios Athanasios, a beautiful
stone village, model of tourist development, a point of
reference today, especially during the winter months. It
was at the center of clashes between the Greeks and the
Bulgarians during the Macedonian Struggle, while during
World War I the Serbians and the Bulgarians were fighting
for its conquest. Today it is the setting of another era, lively
days and nights, especially in the winter months, with high-
quality tourist services, hotels, hostels, restaurants-taverns
and clubs. Passing to the other side of Mt Kaimaktsalan, in
the province of Almopia, you come across the Almopaios
river. It is also called Moglenitsas and has joined the NATURA
network since 2000. It flows from Mt Vora and Mt Jenna.

It flows through the area of Edessa and Menida and ends in
the Loudias river outside Giannitsa. Riverside paths, wildlife
and birds, canoeing, rafting, and river flying set today a lively
scenery. In the same area at an altitude of 1600m, above the
Loutraki waters, Kali Pediada or (Dobro Pole) stretches at an
area of 3,350 acres and hosts many species of flora and rare
indigenous species that grow only there. Small scattered
ponds, canals, and colorful wildflowers are surrounded by a
zone of beech trees. On the one side the high peak of Kravista
challenges you to climb it up. On the other side is the only
Black Forest in Greece, with very dense vegetation that
causes awes. Waterfalls and steep slopes, dark paths, and
glades, is a forest simply unique in its kind, wonderful, and
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mysterious. Just above the settlement of Orma, the forest is
ideally easily accessible.

Leaving the mountainous area of Pella and descending
further south you will see the springs of Arabissos which is
a wetland of national importance. They cover a valley with
natural beauty and a lot of green where running water and
centennial plane trees prevail. They have been the water
supply for the city of Thessaloniki for 40 years. The Wetland
of the Axios river in Athyra is another area of significant
importance and with special natural beauty, also protected
by the NATURA network.

The Thermal Springs in Loutrochori, in the area of Skydra,
are certified and have cold, hypotonic, thermal water which
has healing properties related to diseases of the digestive
and musculoskeletal system as well as skin diseases.

Centuries of culture & history

Being the center of the Kingdom of the Macedonians, the
whole of Pella is an open-air Museum, which invites you
to explore it. The archaeological and historical wealth of
ancient Pella is priceless. The Archaeological Museum of
Pella is a jewel for the area. It covers an area of 6,000 sqg.m.
The exhibits are housed in six thematic sections. The visitor
is welcomed by the marble head of Alexander the Great.

Above the Museum, built on a flat hill, you will see a
complex of buildings divided into three sections with
excellent architecture. The Palace is built in such a way
that its inhabitants had an excellent view to the south, Lake
Loudias, and the surrounding mountains.

Ancient Pella had several important sanctuaries offering
valuable objects. The sanctuary of Aphrodite, where the
Mother of Gods and Aphrodite were worshiped, is located on
the north side of the Agora. The small agricultural sanctuary
on the NE side of the city, which served the religious needs
of farmers and stockbreeders. The sanctuary of Darron in the
area of the modern irrigation canal in a set of complexes
where the excavation is always in progress.

The magnificent and very important, wordwidely known,
mosaic floors of Ancient Pella dominate among the important
finds and make the area the place with the most brilliant
samples of this exceptional art. The most important mosaic
works depict Dionysus, the Lion Hunt, the abduction of the
Beautiful Helen, the Battle of the Amazons, etc.

The market was located in the center of the archeological
center and for centuries it was the most important
part of the Macedonian capital. The commercial and
administrative center of the ancient city, built with coated
bricks. In the interior, there were arcades with pillars and
a Doric colonnade in the southern part. There were many
workshops and shops all around. Outside the ancient city,
the excavations yielded several burial monuments. The most
important and best-preserved is located east of the ancient
city. It is one of the oldest
burials in the city of Pella in
the wider area of the Agora
and dates back to the end of
the 5th century BC during
the reign of Archelaus, the
Macedonian renewer ruler.

At the top of the Archontiko
mound in Giannitsa as well
as on the eastern slope,
the excavation revealed
successive phases of a
settlement estimated at the
end of the Early Bronze Age.
This period is little known in
Macedonia. The prehistoric




settlement of Archontiko is located between Ancient Pella
and the town of Giannitsa at a distance of 4 km. A new
discovery in ancient Pella after three years of excavations.
It is the largest palace in Macedonia, in ancient Pella, with
an area of 70 acres, where Alexander the Great was born,
educated, and reached manhood, according to archaeologists.
It is in the west of the present village and north of the site of
the newly built Museum of Pella.

Banquet halls, dozens of dormitories and restaurants,
mosaic floors (similar in size and technique to those found
in Ancient Olympia), baths and places for the preparation
and education of the young descendants of the Macedonian
aristocrats dating back to Alexander the Great childhood and
adolescence years. All these were part of this glorious palace,
the largest in ancient Macedonia.

The ancient city of Edessa is in Loggos, surrounded by lush
landscape, beautiful and unique. The ancient wall that
survives to this day is 6 meters high and surrounds the
ancient city. The Byzantine era also left its traces in Pella.
Indicatively, besides the different style churches throughout
the prefecture, we find Byzantine remains in the ancient city
of Edessa, in the area of Loggos, which is a typical example
of a medieval castle town. Remains of a Byzantine wall and
an early Christian settlement can be seen in Arabissos and
on the hill of Paleokastro, near Giannitsa.

One of the few surviving Byzantine monuments in Edessa
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that was part of the former
dominant castle of the Bodena is
the church that, today, is named
after the Assumption of the Virgin
and was the old metropolitan
church of the city in the 14th
century'. You should not miss
visiting it. The church is located
within the traditional district of
Varosi, belongs to the architectural
type of the three-aisled timber-
roofed basilica with an elevated
central aisle and a narthex to the
west. Based on its surviving mural
decoration, it dates to the period
between the years 1375-1385 or
1389, However, there is evidence
demonstrating that it was older,
probably of the mid-Byzantine
period.

The church was dedicated to the
Wisdom of God and during the Turkish occupation the name
was changed to Assumption of the Virgin Mary and thus it
was saved. Moreover, the small church of the Apostles Peter
and Paul was probably built in the mid-Byzantine period,
its murals date back to the decade of 1370-1380*. While the
four capitals of the temple belong to the early Christian era.
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The monastery of Archangel Michael, on an idyllic plateau
of Mt Paiko near the village of Archangelos in Aridea, was
built in 1858 on the ruins of a Byzantine monastery built in
the 11th century". It is a pilgrimage site and has a hospitable
monastic fraternity. The stone katholikon of the monastery
has frescoes of 1888 in strong folk style and simplicity.
Among them is the martyrdom of the local St. Chryssi the
Neomartyr from Maglena.

The Church of the Assumption of the Virgin Mary is located in
the northern part of Giannitsa, in the old district of Varosi and
was built during the period 1858-1867". Its construction was
allowed with a sultan’s firman in 1858, The residents with
personal work and donation
of materials and money
managed to complete its
construction within the set
time. According to tradition,
when there was a lack of
water halfway through
the construction, wine was
used for its reconstruction.

The Holy Monastery of
Saint Hilarion Moglenon in
Promachoi at Aridea had

as its owner and founder Saint Hilarion himself. He was
an important hierarch of the 12th century, who lived and
worked in the area of today’s Almopia. The castle of Chrysi
in Almopia, the «Byzantine castle of Moglena» is identified
with the mid-Byzantine city of Moglena, the seat of the
homonymous theme and diocese from the 11th century® at
least. It covers an area of about 40 acres. On the southeast
side, parts of the castle and the foundations of the episcopal
church are preserved. It is a basilica of the 10th-12th
century, a sample of the important location of Pella at that
time, excavated by the archeological service. There is also
around, a square and a rectangular with a semicircular front
tower.

The Ottoman period of Pella left a lot of Ottoman monuments.
Most of them are in the town of Giannitsa and are worth
visiting. The most important Ottoman monument in the
greater area of Giannitsa is the Mausoleum of Gazi Evrenos:
Gazi Evrenos was a leading marshal of the Ottoman Empire.
He settled in Giannitsa in 1385". He died in 1417* at the age
of 129 and was buried in the Mausoleum.

The clock tower (1754%), with a height of 25 meters, was built
by the descendant of Gazi Evrenos, Sherif Ahmet according
to the inscription on the marble slabs. Opposite the church
of Saint Georgios in the central park of the city is the Turbes
of Ahmet Bey Evrenosoglu, which dates back to the second
half of the 15th century. It is the place where the tomb of the
descendant of Gazi Evrenos is located. The structural details
in the masonry emphasize its aesthetics.

At the entrance of the town of Giannitsa, the Mosque of
Iskender Bey was built by a descendant of Gazi Evrenos in
1490 It was the most imposing building in the city, but




it suffered several alterations and destructions. Inside,
the peculiar combination of domes and semi-domes and
the unique division of its walls make it majestic. A small
mosque on the north side of Giannitsa is the Mosque of the
poet Ilahi. Its minaret is preserved in very good condition
and there is a section with elaborate masonry. Sheikh Ilahi,
the poet in whose honor the mosque was built, belonged to
the class of dervishes and was a distinguished teacher and
man of letters. On the same street as the Mausoleum of Gazi
Evrenos in Giannitsa, you can see the Kaiafas Baths built in
the 15th century. Today not all of them are saved, but they
were the most remarkable bath in the city.

The «black statue» at the entrance of the city is an impressive
complex by the sculptor Gr. Zevgolis. It was set up in 1925
celebrating the liberation of Giannitsa in 1912!. The Yeni
Mosque is the only fully preserved Ottoman mosque in
Edessa. This is a building measuring 15x20m and 16m high.
The Mosque in Arnissa dates back to 1591 It has been
declared a monument because it is the first notable Ottoman
building in the area. It consists of a small minaret. Kato
Grammatikos Tower is a historical monument. It is believed
that it was built in the 17th century. It is a quadrilateral
fortress from the Ottoman era that is preserved at a height
of two floors.

In the area of the settlement of Aloros you can see the bridge
of «Alexander the Great». According to tradition, it was built
during the reign of Alexander and served the communication
needs of the inhabitants of Almopia with Ancient Pella
and the Macedonian Kingdom. Today, two pedestals of the
bridge and its arched part with an opening of 15 meters are
preserved. Another more modern monumental buildings are
the Aridea Railway Station Building which is a historical
monument in Aridea. It is one of the few remaining
station buildings that showcase the radiance of the Greek
community during the liberation period. Today it houses the
Museum of Natural History.
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Kannavourgio, which is located below the area of Myli, next
to the Park of waterfalls in Edessa. It is connected to the city
with an authentic cobbled path through the medieval district
of Varosi. The old factory with its industrial character is part
of the cultural heritage of the inhabitants.

In Skydra in 1916' the allied troops installed a railway
connecting Skydra with Aridea. This line served the needs of
the army during the war. The old building where the original
Railway Station was housed is preserved. The monument
belongs to the remaining buildings of the «Decoville» line in
Macedonia and is an important collective heritage in Skydra.

In a traditional two-story building of 19321, in Varosi district
you can visit the Folklore Museum of the city featuring an
excellent exhibition that travels the visitor to the daily
routine of the inhabitants of the area from the middle of
the last century to the 50’s. Nearby, the Open Air Museum -
Aquarium is located in the area of the waterfall park and is
one of the most important of its kind in our country. There
are two sections on which the visitor focuses his interest.
The first is the industrial production and the history of the
city where the visitor has the opportunity to be informed
about the natural power of water that was the main means
on which the industrial development of Edessa was based.
The second section concerns the endemic fish, amphibians,
and reptiles of the area.

Finally, the Almopia Cave Park is a wonderful area of
special interest to geology, paleontology and archeology.
The excavation fossils are displayed in the paleontology, and
exhibitions at Almopia Physiographic and Folklore Museum
in Loutra as well as in the municipal Natural History
Museum in Aridea.
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Pella... naturally untouched

Pella is dominated by Mt Voras, the third highest mountain
in Greece after Olympus and Smolikas. Beech trees, pines,
and oaks prevail. Voras (Kaimaktsalan) is an imposing
mountain range, on the northern border of the prefecture of
Pella. The highest peaks are Kaimaktsalan (2,524 m.), Pinovo
(2,154 m.), and Jenna (2,182 m.). The enchanting snowy
landscape, the rich flora and fauna, the abundant waters, the
historical monasteries, and the picturesque villages make the
mountain range of Vora one of the most beautiful mountains
of the country. It is an area of outstanding natural beauty,
part of the Natura 2000 and Corine protection networks. At
an altitude of 2,524 meters, in addition to its natural beauty
and incredibly beautiful routes, Mt Voras (Kaimaktsalan)
features ski facilities starting at an altitude of 2,018 meters
and ending at 2,480 meters.

North Ski Center is one of the best in the country featuring
modern ski facilities of good quality and a long period of
snow. The ski runs, located in the alpine zone, are among the
longest and of all difficulty levels, both for experienced and
novice skiers. National Ski Teams often use them because
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it is the first mountain where it snows due to the altitude.
The Ski Center features an artificial snow system, marked
blue (low difficulty) and red (medium difficulty) slopes, 2
children’s lifts, 3 sliding lifts and 1 two-seater aerial lift as
well as chalets and shops.

The traditional settlement of Agios Athanasios, which is a
pole of attraction for visitors from Greece and abroad, is a
traditional settlement below Mt Vora (Kaimaktsalan) ski
center. The stone houses of the village, old and new, keep the
local traditional architecture. It provides excellent high-level
tourist infrastructure (accommodation, restaurants, cafes)
for visitors and skiers. At the foot of this great mountain,
shared between Pella and Florina, at an altitude of 515
meters, you can see Lake Vegoritida, a water gem of special
ecological interest featuring rowing, rafting, and canoeing,
fishing, and bird watching. Arnissa, an old town-station on
Egnatia highway on the shores of Lake Vegoritida. There, the
visitor can enjoy the delicious fish of the lake as well as the
picturesque sunsets reflected on its waters.

Water is also the main element in other parts of Pella
such as the Loudias river. The «International Nautical
Center on Loudias» is an area of rich natural beauty and
features a unique special wet track. It is an ideal place for
training and hosting delegations in its modern facilities.
Further below Mt Voras, between the village of Panagitsa
and Zervi, there is an air sports center, ideal for those
who love or want to try paraglinding and hand-gliding.
In Panagitsa there is also a moto-cross track. The Loudias
Wetland Environmental Information Center at Point Zero is
a recreation area, an excellent «educational tool» providing
environmental education activities. An important center
of spa tourism and an area
of special natural beauty
featuring beautiful routes
are the Baths in Loutraki
(Pozar), 13 kilometers from
the town of Aridea. There
are hydrotherapy centers,
natural spas, mud baths with
thermal waters, known since
antiquity for their beneficial
properties. Provision of high-
quality services, hotel units,
and traditional hostels. The
area of Loutraki Thermal
Baths is offered for hiking
and mountaineering. Higher
up the Black Forest is an
ideal destination for hikers
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and cyclists, with sights, caves, the lush deep gorge of the
river and beautiful mountain landscapes with forested
slopes and cliffs. Above Loutraki is the famous gorge Ramno
Bor (Iso Pefko), a landscape of special natural beauty. It is a
fascinating route, accessible to careful hikers, with beautiful
vertical slopes, bridges, gurgling waters, waterfalls and wild
dense vegetation.

Kali Pediada (Dobro Polie), a beautiful plateau, is located at an
altitude of about 2,000 meters above the village of Loutraki.
It is a natural basin with many small lakes and colorful
wildflowers surrounded by a zone of tall beech trees. On the
border between Pella and Kilkis, Mt Paiko, one of the most
beautiful mountains, with lush vegetation, dense forests of
beech trees and oaks, ravines, meadows, and waterfalls, is
ideal for hiking, mountain biking, and mountaineering.

The western slopes of Mt Paiko are covered with dense oak
and beech forests and beautiful meadows, while the route
through the mountain, from Aridea to the historic Skra area
and Axioupoli in the prefecture of Kilkis is enjoyable. Jenna
is a beautiful peak between Pinovo and Paiko, at an altitude
of 2,182 m. Its slopes are dominated by beech forests and
higher up by rare flowers (violets, orchids, veronica, etc.).
To conquer the peak, with the excellent view, the visitor
sets off from the village of Notia and has to climb up for
about 4 hours. At the foot of Mount Jenna, there are several
forested streams with crystal clear rapids. One of the most
picturesque spots is Notia gorge, named after the village.
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Pella of aromas
and flavors

The fertile and blessed land
of Pella, thanks to the abun-
dance of water and the fa-
vorable climate, was an ideal
place for the cultivation of a
wide variety of agricultural
goods, fruits of all kinds, 24
different products dominated
by peaches, cherries, apri-
cots, pomegranates, apples,
plums, kiwis, chestnuts, and
vines. The local traditional
cuisine today gives the color
and aroma of the cuisine of
the inhabitants, which was
formed and influenced by the
geographical and climatic
conditions, but also by the
several races that coexist harmoniously and have passed
over the centuries leaving behind their habits and gastro-
nomic culture. The eating habits of the inhabitants depended
exclusively on the products produced by the area.

Almost all areas in the Regional Unit of Pella can showcase
a number of local products. The most characteristic products
are those in Aridea: Bahovite pepper, aromatic plants, papuda

beans, asparagus, tsipouro, Dorothea leeks, koukari, spoon
sweets, trachanas, honey. In Theodoraki the cheeses, in
Archangelos the famous potatoes, in Edessa, Agras, Kerasia,
Flamouria and Platani the famous cherries, in Arnissa and
Panagitsa the apples. Additionally, Giannitsa area is known
for its wine, as well as for its products such as peaches-
nectarines, apricots, pomegranates, vegetables, tobacco and
cotton. It is also famous for viticulture, roses, pomegranates,
the traditional pasta (hilopites, gioufkades, etc.), halva,
tahini and loukoumia. The town of Skydra is well-known for
its peaches and compotes. It is the largest productive and
export center of fruit in Northern Greece. Kria Vrisi features
organic agricultural products of high nutritional value and
the handmade award-winning Greek cigars. In Edessa, the
local dessert, «the flutes of Edessa» is unique for its taste all
over Greece.

The traditional local cuisine and local dishes are made of pure
traditional ingredients and free grazing meats. For example,
Makedonitika dishes like tsompleki, stamnato, Kkleftiko,
chicken on the spit. Asia Minor dishes such as sarmadakia,
irikonte, manti. Pontus dishes such as siron, yvriston, tano
sorbon and Thracian dishes like chicken stuffed with groats.
All these highlight the local gastronomy by mixing tradition
with taste and invite you to try them. The wine from the
local varieties, xinomavro, cabernet, Savinion, Merlot, Syrah
and the tsipouro from Amasi in Almopia had and still have
a special place, accompanying the local festivities in the
streets of Pella.

Distinctive products of high nutritional value in Pella,
with innovative features, such as: organic products, wines,
fruits, cereals, herbs, edible flowers and hive products
(honey, pollen, royal jelly). Risotto and pasta with wild Vora
mushrooms, cold press extra virgin olive oil with herbal
extracts, healthy trahana (that lowers cholesterol), buttered
snails in shell, pasta made from raw cereals (Kalputza type,
zea), dehydrated vegetables and fruits (peaches, apples,
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persimmons), pomegranate products (sauce, balsamic,
natural pomegranate juice without preservatives or sugar),
apple products (sauce, balsamic, vinegar, natural juice),
paprika, wild vine leaves, handmade pies with special local
cheeses, wines having gold and silver international awards,
sugar-free fruit jams with grape juice, forest fruit jams
(bilberry, hawthorn, wild rose, wild fig), fresh raspberry jam,
traditional meat products as well as gluten-free, soya-free
and starch-free cold cuts, aromatic chicken, special cheeses
with olive and chili, garlic and pepper, sun-dried tomatoes
and oregano.

Pella is part of the large garden of Macedonia, which offers
Greek Gastronomy part of its great and famous identity. You
must take something with you when you leave. Something
that will concentrate the taste of this great place of water,
the place of Alexander the Great, the Greatest Marshal
Civilizer who spread the Greek Culture up to India, this great
place of water and incredible beauty.
