Starting from the canal of Nea Potidea, the cosmopolitan
atmosphere begins to blow throughout Kassandra. Golden,
impressive beaches, with clear blue waters, amazing sunsets,
incredible beach bars, luxury hotels, music, excellent
restaurants invite you to enjoy the amazing sea, the unique
flavors and above all the Greek way of entertainment.

Athytos and Nea Fokea with its Byzantine tower are
unique places. Green slopes highlight the whole landscape.
The luxurious Sani marina, Kassandra, Fourka, Possidi,
Aegopelagitika, Kallithea, Kriopigi, Polychrono, Hanioti,

Pefkochori, Paliouri fascinate you. More quiet family beaches
also invite you to discover them: Glarokavos, Mola Kalyva,
Nea Skioni.

The continuous green coves with
the turquoise waters on the coasts in Kovio, Lagomandra,
Spathia, Elia, Paradise, as well as the coast of Kalogria offer
endless hours of relaxation and enjoyment in the sun.

Approaching
the third peninsula of Mount
Athos, Ouranoupolis is
dominated by its impressive
Byzantine tower, home to
the Lok couple who offered
substantial assistance to the
refugees of Mikra Asia and a
textile art school during the
difficult refugee times.

Just opposite, the
picturesque island of Ammouliani and the exotic islands
of Drenia with incredible waters, remain engraved in the
memory. Beautiful beaches that the locals keep as a secret
are the beaches of lerissos, Develiki, Kastri, Nea Roda,
Olympiada, Kampos in Pyrgadikia. Find your own paradise
on the shores of Halkidiki. They are all amazing!

Traditional houses

A unique trip in the past is the visit to the traditional
settlements of Halkidiki, which keep their image and
local character unchanged. Old Nikiti is a settlement with
beautiful Macedonian stone houses, plane trees, squares
with gurgling fountains, but also the village perched on
Mount Itamos. Parthenon, a village that was declared a
protected settlement, offers stunning views and is one of
the most beautiful places in Sithonia. Afitos with its cobbled
streets and stone houses is an attraction in Kassandra.
Amphitheatrically built Arnaia, the mountain town in central
Halkidiki, stands out for its cobbled streets and traditional
colorful old mansions, some of which have been registered
as protected works of art. Taxiarchis, mainly known as the
village of Christmas trees, because of the dense fir forest
that surrounds it. The picturesque preserved buildings, the
old mansions, the fountains and the chapels magnetize the
visitor. Agios Nikolaos with its beautiful square and the
traditional houses of the 19th century invites you to walk
on its cobbled streets, which are samples of unique folk
architecture. Paleokastro with the ruins of the old castle,
after which it was named, is located near Polygyros and is a

very beautiful traditional settlement.
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Centuries of culture & history

In Halkidiki, one can still walk on the great philosopher’s,
Aristotle’s, steps. The homonymous historical route of
exceptional natural beauty starts from the Grove of
Aristotle in Stageira and ends, after about six hours, in the
archeological site of Ancient Stageira, Aristotle’s birthplace.
The area, designated as Natura 2000, has abundant herbs
and rare plants, and magnificent view to Strymonikos Gulf.
Many ancient myths unfold in Halkidiki. Certainly its long
history is recorded and can be seen to this day in important
archaeological sites, Byzantine monuments and in finds of
other times.

Discover the oldest inhabitant of Europe, 700,000 years old,
and the oldest traces of fire everlit by man 1,000,000 years ago
in the Petralona Cave. A wonderful spectacle of stalagmites
and stalactites among which animal fossils extinct from
the area such as lions, bears, panthers, elephants, rhinos,
bisons were discovered. The uniqueness of the prehistoric
tomb from the early Bronze Age in Kriaritsi is also of great
importance. An important prehistoric settlement from the
11th century BC? from the Middle Bronze Age, awaits you
on the hill «Koukos» in the castle that dominates Sykia.




Have a special spiritual experience, exploring the legacy left
by Aristotle, one of the greatest ancient Greek philosophers
and teacher of Alexander the Great, and visit Ancient

Stageira, his birthplace. The archeological quests continue
with a visit to the amazing archeological sites in Ancient
Mendi, the Sanctuary of Ammon Zeus in Kallithea, ancient
Skioni on the Kassandra peninsula. The archeological site
in Olynthos with the small Archaeological Museum, the

Ancient city in Akanthos, as well as the fortifications in
Ancient Toroni, the castle in Lykithos and the docks of the
port that were discovered at the bottom of the sea fascinate
you. Do not miss areas of special historical importance, such
as the Xerxes Canal near Nea Roda and the Canal in Potidea.

The monuments of the Byzantine era are scattered, the

towers and the fortifications, as in Ouranoupolis, where the
Tower of Prosforio has been standing
there proudly since the 12th century.
Finally, the Archaeological Museum in
Polygyros has important exhibits from
all over Halkidiki even from the Bronze
Age and is perhaps the most important
point of interest for those who love
history and lost civilizations. The
folklore museums in Arnaia, Afitos,
Parthenon, Ierissos, Ouranoupolis and
Nikiti complete the cultural map of
the area by exhibiting representative
objects of the local special tradition.
Mount Athos, a UNESCO World
Heritage Site, with its twenty iconic
monasteries®, masterpieces of
Byzantine painting, relics of immense
value and enchanting pristine nature
is a top religious destination and a real
paradise for pilgrims.
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A worshiping and quiet community with a continuous
and uninterrupted presence for more than ten centuries.
It consists of 20 monasteries with hermitages, cells and
kathismata, scattered on the peninsula of Mount Athos. The
Monasteries, based on the Mount Athos order, are:

The thermal waters in Agia Paraskevi gush
from the bowels of the earth, rejuvenating the mind and body
thanks to their unique composition and rare healing properties.
The state-of-the-art hydrotherapy center in Agia Paraskevi,
hung on the rocks, in lush vegetation with a view to the endless
blue of the Aegean, is ready to embrace every visitor.

The largest river in Halkidiki, Havrias, with its rich vegetation
has its sources mainly in the mountains of Holomontas and
Stratonikos flowing calmy through central Halkidiki offering
excellent walking and cycling routes as well as horse rides.
At its descent, in the area of Smixi, near Megali Panagia,
Havrias forms waterfalls and wonderful water formations.
It flows through early Christian castles, the fairytale plane
tree forest, an amazing place for picnic and rest in the area
of Mylos near Metagitsi with the remains of the old stone
watermill and after a course of 59 km it flows into the
Toroneos gulf.

Barbara Waterfalls is an oasis of coolness in the heat of
summer. After an easy and short walking route on wooden
bridges, an earthly paradise emerges with two waterfalls. At

first, you can admire the rocks, the bright colors and aromas
and then, why not, complete your experience with a dive
into the crystal-clear icy waters. The wetlands in Halkidiki
invite you to discover them. Twelve areas* in Halkidiki, the
largest part of the natural environment, are protected by the
European Network Natura 2000 as landscapes of natural
beauty and biodiversity. Among them: the Cape in Paliouri,
Mount Itamos and Mount Athos Peninsula.

In the lagoon of Agios Mamas you will find wonderful pink
flamingos and many protected species of birds that are
hosted in this amazing ecotourism
spot. The uniquely beautiful lagoon is
ideal for watching the rare birds and
enjoy moments of calmness among
its wet meadows, low vegetation,
dunes and reeds, watching the flocks
of sheep and goats graze. In Sani you
will find the wetlands of Stavronikita
and Geraniou with various bird species,
many of which rare and endangered. In
the black, crystal clear waters of Lake
Mavrombara in Polychrono, Halkidiki,
with reeds and water lilies, three rare
species of water turtle find refuge along
with water snakes, frogs and birds.
Lush vegetation, centenarian trees and
colorful wildflowers offer great images
that enchant you. The unique blue
color in Glarokavos lagoon is imprinted
in your memory. It is a refuge of wild
flora and fauna, a natural harbor with
a sandy beach and dense shade by the

surrounding pines.
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Paths and routes full of adventure

Halkidiki is the place that offers an excellent combination of
sea and mountain landscapes that fascinate with the variety
of options for activities, entertainment and alternative
tourism. Kassandra, Sithonia, Athos, three peninsulas with
their own special features and three different fascinating
coastal routes. An alternative route is also the one on the
green Mt Holomontas, gazing out at the sea. Full of firs,
chestnuts, oaks, pines, streams, aromatic plants, suitable for
hiking. In the village of Taxiarchis, an amazing destination
for agrotourism and alternative tourism, you have the
opportunity for many activities, such as archery and climbing,
mountain biking and 4x4 on the nearby forest paths. Almost
on all organized beaches anyone can enjoy canoeing, scuba
diving, sailing and all kinds of water sports, even hot air
ballooning or have water skiing and windsurfing lessons at
organized sports centers. For offshore sailing there are three
organized marinas in Halkidiki. Golf is another interesting
activity offered in Sithonia. In an area of 540 acres, sports fans
will be more than satisfied. Thanks to the amazing climate of
the area, the golf course is open all year round.

You can enjoy horseback riding in Sithonia as well as on the
magnificent mountain of Holomontas. Interesting hiking
and cycling routes, but also horseback riding among dense
vegetation and fairytale landscapes along the Havrias
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river. At the end of July, the Swimming Cross of Toroneos
gulf gathers international participants who take part in
swimming competitions of 24km from Kallithea to Nikiti. At
the end, parallel events and entertainment follow. The sea
area of Halkidiki hides many «treasures».

Halkidiki remains mysterious to this day, with sea
shipwrecks, dark underwater caves, myths about chests
from the years of pirates. Experience the adventure of the
seabed and the serenity of the endless blue in its crystal-
clear waters. Diving activities are offered in many places
throughout Halkidiki where the visitor can enjoy the magic
of the seabed. On the Kassandra peninsula near Kypsa bay,
at a depth of 20 meters, you can see lying the wreck of the
merchant 40-meter-long ship «Mytilene». The wine bottles
she carried remain intact even today.

In Paliouri bay, at Porto Valitsa in Kassandra, in an
underwater landscape of special beauty with steep cliffs,
between 12 and 30 meters deep, one often discovers octopus
and lobster shelters as well as a rich variety of fish. The
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impressive monoliths of the seabed can be found in the rare
rocky area east of Paliouri bay with a maximum depth of 33
meters®, in Korsaros bay. The islet “Helona (Turtle)», opposite
Neos Marmaras, is of incredible diving interest, with a
variety of fish and corals, anemones and starfish. With more
than 10 diving points at a maximum depth of 45 meters®. On
the east side of the Sithonia peninsula there is an old iron
merchant ship of 1910 sunk at a depth of between 17 and
40 meters. East of Porto Koufo you can see the entrance of
the cave Errika with a length of 60 meters and a maximum
depth of 35 meters®. The enchanting underwater cave offers
shelter for breeding shrimp, crayfish, lobsters in its clear
waters and has a large underwater flora.

The seabed of the Municipality of Aristotle, uncharted until a
few years ago, hides unique secrets and shipwrecks that arouse
global interest. These are shipwreck-museums from the period
of the First World War. The rare view of the seahorses that live
at the bottom of the sea in Stratoni is fascinating. The sailing
boat departs from Paliouri in the morning to make the tour
of the wonderful Toroneos gulf. Next to the gates of Mount
Athos, from the port of Ouranoupolis, the ship departs to sail
around the unique Mount Athos peninsula for a distant view
of Mount Athos monasteries with white seagulls faithfully

following your boat.

Rumors say that Aristotle
planted the first model vineyard in Stageira. The wonderful
route of the wine starts at the beginning of Kassandra, in the
green vineyards of Agios Pavlos. Next, there are picturesque
vineyards on the slopes of Melitona, Sithonia, where 24
different varieties thrive. In North Halkidiki, near Arnaia and
Marathousa, vineyards dominate, producing unique white




wine with a fruity taste as well as rich, deep red wine. At
the fourth stop of the great wine tour the Vineyard of Mount
Athos dominates. In a unique landscape, in the metochi
of Chromitsa, part of the UNESCO World Heritage Site,
organic Mount Athos wines are produced with respect to the
environment, honorary distinctions, bearing the indication
«Protected Geographical Indication Mount Athos».

It is worth visiting the Wineries in Halkidiki! Here is the
largest organic vineyard in Greece with 24 unique varieties
of excellent award-winning wines, with a Designation of
Origin of Superior Quality and a winery with more than
2,000 oak barrels for aging. Everything will unfold the great
wine culture of Halkidiki. A place of gastronomic revolution,
with a folklore continuity, a place that leaves its big imprint
not only in the wider region, but also outside the borders of
Greece, Halkidiki has something for everyone.
